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Award Overview

	Making Music’s Philip & Dorothy Green Young Artists supports selected young instrumentalists and singers, by providing professional engagements as recitalists or soloists with music clubs and amateur choirs and orchestras that comprise Making Music’s members in the UK. 

Artists gain valuable performing experience, and music groups are supported with a subsidy to book our best young soloists at an early stage in their professional careers.

	Six Young Artists are chosen annually by audition and publicised to our network of over 3,200 member groups in the Selected Artists guide, through which they may be offered professional engagements at a fixed fee of £250. The artists will also be offered an unpaid lunchtime recital engagement at St Martin-in-the-Fields in London and an unpaid presentation concert for Making Music members.

Application Procedure

Eligibility
Candidates must be EU citizens, UK residents and available for engagements in the UK from mid-2017 to mid-2019. The age range for all applicants is 21 to 27 on or before 1 April 2017.

Programme
Applicants are required to submit details of a varied programme of approximately one hour for instrumentalists and 45 minutes for vocalists. The adjudicators will request up to 15 minutes of music to be performed from this programme.  All candidates should select the first piece they wish to present and this chosen work should be introduced briefly to the adjudicators. Instrumentalists are required to select this work from the baroque or classical periods. After the first piece, all candidates must be prepared to perform any of the music in their submitted programme.

Repertoire

It is recommended but not compulsory that the programme consist of up to 6 contrasting works averaging 10 minutes in length and should include the following: 

Instrumentalists
· a work from the baroque or classical period

· a work from the romantic repertoire

· at least one piece written after 1975 - please make a copy of the score available to the adjudicators.

Singers
· an aria or song from the baroque or classical repertoire
· an aria from an oratorio 

· at least one piece written after 1975 - please make a copy of the score available to the adjudicators.

NB: All items must be sung in the original languages,

Please note that if you are singer who is selected as a Young Artist you may be engaged by Making Music members who are choirs seeking soloists and/or music clubs/promoters looking for singers to give a solo recital.
Accompanist

You must bring your own pianist if you need one.  

Assessment

Adjudicators will assess personality, presentation, organisation and balance of programme as well as musical performance. Candidates should give careful thought to their submitted programme in consultation with their accompanist. General advice on programmes can be obtained from the Administrator.  However, the Administrator will not approve or reject any specific work or programme.

How to apply

1. Complete the application form on a computer.  We will not accept handwritten applications.
2. Where you are asked to mark a box, for example to show your availability for auditions,

highlight the box, type shift+x and ‘X’ will appear in place of the box.

3. Type your name in the box on p6 of the application form. You do not need to send a paper copy with a handwritten signature.

4. Save your completed application form as ‘Your Name_Making Music_PDGYA_ Application 2017’. Email your application form together with your CV, a list of the major works in your repertoire, a photo and a 150-word biography (with your name in each file name) to ayca@makingmusic.org.uk by 5pm on MONday 6 March 2017
