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Application Guidelines 2018 (for season 2019-20)
The Selected Artists Panel (SAP) will select artists with proven experience, who can confidently be recommended to music organisations.
The decision of the SAP will be based upon reports of live performances of programmes suitable for music societies. SAP will only assess performances in the format for which you are applying. Therefore, if you include concerts in which you are appearing in a different format, these will not be assessed.
It is a requirement that applicants provide a list of performances they will be giving in public in Great Britain between the application date and the end of February 2018. Every effort will be made to hear and assess every application which includes a relevant performance and the SAP's decisions on applications will be final.
As well as considering live performances the SAP will also take into account the need to produce a brochure with a variety of choice at fees affordable by music societies. For this reason those selected will have to ask for fees not exceeding:- 
£750 for a solo artist 
£900 for a duo 
£1200 for a trio 
£1500 for a quartet 
£300 per person for larger ensembles 
Artists or ensembles recommended in the brochures for the seasons 2017-8 and 2018-9 are not eligible to be selected artists in the 2019-20 brochure. Artists playing in a different ensemble are eligible. 

Applications submitted after 30 September 2017 will not be considered.

The application form is used to assess your suitability for the scheme. It will also form the basis of the information in the brochure if you are selected, although there will be an opportunity to update it. It is vital (within the word limits laid down) to include as much relevant information as possible on the application form because this is all that can be included in the brochure. 

Artist/ensemble - Please give name of full name of the artist(s) or ensemble and the type of ensemble, where applicable
Instrument/ensemble members and instruments - Please include details of instruments played and, for ensembles, the names of artists and their instruments. 

General information - Please give essential information. If you are selected, societies will decide whether to book you based on this information. You are limited to a maximum of 80 words. You may wish to use these to answer the following questions: [Groups only: How would you describe your group?]; What are your performance highlights? Any awards achieved?
Website and other Web Material - If you have a website or performances on Soundcloud or Youtube, please include the links here. 

Quotes - If you wish to include quotes, please do so here. There may be space in the brochure for only one or two, so if you include more than one put them in order of priority (maximum of three).

Sample Programmes - Please give three sample programme suggestions for full-length concerts - please keep details as brief as possible as space in the brochure is limited - about 40 words maximum. Please be aware that you can include non-classical repertoire in your programmes, should you wish to do so.
Educational work - Please indicate the type of educational work you may offer and some idea of your experience in this area - remember that, if you are selected, promoters may decide whether to book you for an educational event based on this information. Please keep to 25 words maximum. 

Availability - It is only necessary to include your availability here if there will be lengthy periods when you will not be available. 

Fee - This is the special fee you are offering to Making Music societies. (Remember that you are quoting a fee for nearly two years hence but must keep within the limits specified above!). If applicable please add ‘+ VAT’ after the concert fee. Travel may be charged in addition. 

If you are willing to ask a lower fee for a shorter lunchtime concert please include it.

Contact - Please include name, address (new line for each part of the address), telephone number, mobile number and email address for the contact person. This can be you or your agent. 

Concerts - Please list forthcoming concerts after the date of your application and before the end of February 2018 in the first section, and concerts already performed in 2017 before the date of your application in the second section. SAP is only interested in assessing performances in the format for which you are applying and in programmes suitable for music societies. SAP is not interested in CD launches or performances which form only a small part of a larger concert. If you are an instrumental soloist do not include concerto performances or as part of an ensemble; if you are a singer do not include performances with choral societies or orchestras. 

Other schemes - Please list other schemes for which you have been selected (e.g. Countess of Munster)
