Faure’s Mass for the Dead  

A powerful exploration of pain, grief 
and consolation. Faure’s treatment of 
the text is subtle and intimate , quite 
unlike other well-known settings by 
Mozart or Verdi.  There are glorious 
melodies with expressive harmonies 
interspersed with one or two passages 
of complex choral writing.   This is a 
chance to learn or revisit one of the 
great choral works of the 19th Century.   
 

The ’Come and Sing’ day is linked to an 
evening ‘Concert of Remembrance’ in 
the church.   Vivace Choir will perform 
the Requiem  along with choral items 
and songs by English composers, who 
took part in the 1914-18 war.  The 
evening will also include readings from 
letters and diaries of local people 
during the period. 
 

As part of the day-long event, all 
singing day participants have free entry 
to the concert, and Vivace Choir would 
be delighted to welcome participants 
who are experienced choral singers to 
join us in performing the Requiem.
